Entry Requirements

This course requires the satisfactory completion of oral, practical demonstration
and written tasks. There are no specific entry requirements for CRFPIA301
Provide information and advice on correct child car restraint use, however a
general command of spoken and written English, as well as the ability to write a
simple report is required.

On successful completion of this training, participants will receive a Statement of
Attainment for unit of competency outlined above, and a certificate of
participation in the “Child Car Restraint Education Workshop”.
